Karen Groseclose:  Interest Revenue

funding payments due to State 12/1 and 6/1.  She distributed a


data sheet for Board review.


Karen shared if the school board and the select board are interested


in pursuing this revenue item further.. an attorney should be consulted


for an opinion of whether we could add an article to the next time


voters come together to vote – to allow the voters to allocate the interest 


revenue earned on the state education funds (prior to remitting to the


state) from the town to the school.
