      I am not familiar with the job description, but have experience with the

      CAMA system and am willing to have training for the position.  I would be

      willing to accept this responsibility for the current hourly lister rate, which is

       $10.00 per hour.

      At this writing, I have not been contacted by the Lister’s Office for any meeting

      or Mr. Hinman as to when my services will be included, but will add any

      future responsibilities there to this position if awarded to me.
